Final Instructions:

Venue:  Royal Tunbridge Wells TN2 10:30 am 23rd May 2010  

How to find us. There are many and varied ways to get to this venue but if I outline a basic route you shouldn't get too lost. Look on the website under venues and you will find a map which shows the exact location of the event.

Basically take the M25 round to Junction 5 take the A21 towards Tonbridge, follow this road until you come to a roundabout, go straight over remain on the A21, go past Tonbridge exit, there is then another roundabout turn right into Longfield Road, There will be an entrance gate right by this roundabout. There will be orange direction arrows from the roundabout to help. Look under ‘Venues’ on website for exact site location enlarge map and site is shown by marker labelled ‘B’.

Start: There will be a riders meeting at 10.15am, hopefully starting on time at 10.30am with 10 riders per minute when called forward by start marshal rider can then start and warm their bike  NO RUNNING OF BIKE PRIOR TO THIS 1 MINUTE. ( so that the marshals can help chivey you lot along ). Equally it is up to the rider to organise their bikes / quads to be ready on their start minute after the lunch break.

Refuelling must only take place in the Parc Ferme ( to stop grass damage from fuel spills)

Scrutineering / Signing On. Please sign on as soon as you get to the venue. There will be no scrutineering of bikes / quads at this event, spot checks will be made of noise levels, tyre choice, and helmet safety approvals. You are riding this bike / quad, it will be down to you ensure your bike is safe and fit for its purpose. Please do not ride your bike through the pits, there will be just too many people about. PLEASE DO NOT START YOUR BIKE IN THE CAR PARK WHEN YOU ARRIVE!

Club Membership is included in the fees
Tyre types : No restrictions apply

Numbers: All bikes must have identifying numbers 3 sides if possible, front minimum 

Noise:  94 dBs FIM Enduro, in addition any bikes / quads exceeding 86dBs @ 5 metres at any throttle opening  / rpm will be excluded ( four strokes are quiet at just above idle but noisy at higher rpm ). There will be no refunds if you exceed a noise test. There will be no retest until the lunch break. If your bike / quad fails on its first check you are out for the first session. We intend to be tough on this issue and will recheck any bike / quad suspected of being noisy during the lunch session.

Refreshments and toilets will be in and beside the pit paddock.

Safety is paramount. Please give each other a wide berth on the course. Slower riders please give way to the faster riders, equally faster riders please do not pass slower riders at excessive speed. 

Yellow/ Black taped areas ( including start / finish, Parc Ferme ) are 5mph, no passing, no revving of engines, just an orderly walking pace ( my walking pace ) please. There are a couple of footpaths at this venue which we have to have the track close to these will be monitored by marshals and any rider crossing them will be Black flagged by the organisers.

Scoring: You have 2 x 2 hours from your start time to complete as many laps as you can. Scoring will be by electronic wristlet RFID Transponder. Scoring will be 10 points per lap . There will be  “over time” penalties on both sessions, all laps will count as long as they were started in your 2 hour period, 3 points per minute deducted for all minutes over your 2 hour period on both sessions. Shortest time on course wins if riders are equal on points

Parking:. Please park where indicated by marshal however there is plenty of room at this event!

Bike Pressure Washing: Sorry there will be no facilities for cleaning your bike at the event, please leave the pressure washers at home. 

Tips: This is a 4 hour Hare & Hounds, almost without exception you will not be able to race the whole 4 hours. Take it easy to begin with and rest when needed, there's plenty of time to go and do a few more laps, take plenty of fluids and in the last hour keep the concentration levels up. If the novices and sportsmen find the track a bit slippery due to rain or conditions then wait for a period of time, almost certainly the track will become easier as the event goes on.
