Chiltern Hills Enduro Club
Final Instructions: 4th September 2010 Hare and Hounds Team and Ironman Enduro 

Venue:  At Moor Farm, Lane End, Bucks, Post Code HP14 3HZ  Start: 10:30

How to find us. There are many and varied ways to get to this excellent venue but if I outline a basic route you shouldn't get too lost.

From Junction 4 M40 High Wycombe exit, follow the A4010 direction Aylesbury ( ignore the Aylesbury bit ), go over two small roundabouts. At the 3rd roundabout ( Esso garage directly ahead ) turn left, sign posted Lane End. Go past Wycombe Air Park on your right. At the T intersection turn right, sign posted, Lane End. After approx 1.5 miles as you travel through Lane End Village ( North's Garage on your right ) turn left, signposted Frieth. After approx 0.5 mile you will see the Orange arrow and signposts. Please drive slowly down the farm road. As a last ditch effort, contact John on 07779 328905 if you are lost on the day. 

Start: There will be a riders meeting at 10.15am, hopefully starting on time at 10.30am with 10 riders per minute, leaving from at 1 minute intervals, 1 minute before your start time you will be allowed to start and warm your engine ( so that the marshals can help chivey you lot along) NO ENGINE RUNNING PRIOR TO THIS TIME!. Equally it is up to the rider to organise their bikes / quads to be ready on their start minute after the lunch break.

Team Event Special requirements: All riders must display their transponder and insurance wristlet to start marshal prior to starting course, riders may only change over in Parc Ferme(don’t forget to swap transponder over or all your hard work will be unrecorded)

Refuelling and bike maintenance must only take place in the Parc Ferme ( to stop grass damage from fuel spills)

Scrutineering / Signing On. Please sign on as soon as you get to the venue, all riders need to attend to receive transponder and insurance wristlet. There will be no scrutineering of bikes / quads at this event, spot checks will be made of noise levels, tyre choice, and helmet safety approvals. You are riding this bike / quad, it will be down to you ensure your bike is safe and fit for its purpose. Please do not ride your bike through the pits, there will be just too many people about. Please do not start your bike in the parking area on arrival.

Club Membership is included in the fees
Tyre types : Any tyre is now acceptable

Numbers: All bikes must have identifying numbers 3 sides if possible, front minimum, If a team uses several bikes (which we allow) they must all display same number.

Noise:  94 dBs FIM Enduro ( Testing criteria as per ACU sound regulations ) , in addition any bikes / quads exceeding 86dBs @ 5 metres at any throttle opening  / rpm will be excluded ( four strokes are quiet at just above idle but noisy at higher rpm ). There will be no refunds if you exceed a noise test. There will be no retest until the lunch break. If your bike / quad fails on its first check you are out for the first session. We intend to be tough on this issue and will recheck any bike / quad suspected of being noisy during the lunch session.

Refreshments and toilets will be in and beside the pit paddock.

Safety is paramount. Please give each other a wide berth on the course. Slower riders please give way to the faster riders, equally faster riders please do not pass slower riders at excessive speed. Ie Courtesy from all riders please.

For novice riders any difficult sections of course will have an easy route marked in green arrows (terrain permitting)

Follow any directions given to you by marshals without question THEY ARE THERE FOR EVERYONE’S SAFETY.

Yellow/Black taped areas ( including start / finish, Parc Ferme ) are 5mph, no passing, no revving of engines, just an orderly walking pace ( my walking pace ) please.  Pedestrians have right of Way as the paths are no longer closed by the Council, WE HAVE TO PROVIDE STATIC MARSHALS AT EACH CROSSING.

Crops and sides of paths.  If you are caught on the crop verges it will mean disqualification.  A bit of common sense please as after all crops are the owners living.

Scoring:  You have 1x 6 hours from your start time to complete as many laps as you can. Scoring will be by electronic wristlet RFID Transponder. Scoring will be 10 points per lap . There will be overtime penalties -3 points /minute (or part of) late. Shortest time on course wins if riders are equal on points.
Parking: Parking is available past farm houses in large field however please park responsibly, and drive onto the site slowly as there will be lots of pedestrians milling about.

Camping: As we are hosting a social at this event we are having limited camping at venue, please call chairman to bag a space, please note there are no facilities save toilets available!

Bike Pressure Washing: Sorry there will be no facilities for cleaning your bike at the event, please leave the pressure washers at home. 
Tips: This is a six hour Hare & Hounds Enduro event, almost without exception you will not be able to race the whole 6 hours. Take it easy to begin with and rest when needed, there's plenty of time to go and do a few more laps, take plenty of fluids and in the last hour keep the concentration levels up. If the novices and sportsmen find the track a bit slippery due to rain or conditions then wait for a period of time, almost certainly the track will become easier as the event goes on. We will also be providing easy routes for novices

Quads: There are a number of the climbs and tracks with quite deep LandRover ruts, ground clearance could be problem with low profile tyres on the rear or very low ground clearance chassis. This is a forestry based event, by its very nature those with very wide axles are going to be at a disadvantage. The quads are becoming a bit of a pain to the organisers in respect of knocking over signs, stakes, scoring systems with your wider rear axle, remember you are wider at the rear than the front and even a turn will mean your rear wheels will cut the corner.  
Remember Motor Sport is dangerous and persons attending this meeting do so at their own risk.
